1. Accessing ECA

1. 1 Introduction
The Equipment Condition Analysis (ECA) Homepage is accessed through the NAVAIR Logistics Toolbox homepage.  The address is http://www.nalda.navy.mil.  Prior to logging on to ECA for the first time, a Web Application And Survey Form must be submitted to become an authorized ECA Reports User.  This form can be accessed from the aforementioned NAVAIR Logistics Toolbox homepage.  After completing the Web Application And Survey Form, the user will receive an individual username and password from the Naval Air Systems Command (NAVAIRSYSCOM) Systems Administration Office via email.  This username is assigned to the individual that applied for it and is not to be used by any other personnel. 

The ECA Homepage can be accessed one of two methods.  The first method is via the NAVAIR Logistics Toolbox from the above mentioned web address.  Click on “Reporting Systems” then select “ECA” and click.  The second is to type http://ide.nalda.navy.mil/eca/ in the location block of the Netscape browser.  Using either of these methods, the ECA Homepage depicted in Figure 1.1 will be displayed.

The ECA Homepage provides valuable information to the user.  The timeframe of the data will be listed as well as any applicable ECA system messages.  The left column displays the following options:

Prior to logging into ECA for the first time, the user must click on the Min. Requirements option to download and install the following on the PC:

Oracle J-Initiator Version 1.1.8.3*
Adobe Acrobat Reader 4.X

Netscape 4.51 or higher*

NOTE: Due to Firewall Issues, Internet Explorer cannot be used to run the ECA application.

These are available to download from the ECA Homepage.  Click on the “Min. Requirements” option.  To download one of the above programs, highlight the choice and click the mouse.  Save the program to a user specified file.  Close Netscape, open the file where the program has been saved, and click on the program to run the executable and install the program.

*Not all versions of Netscape are compatible with the Oracle J-Initiator.  If you encounter any problems logging on to ECA, please contact the NAVAIRSYSCOM Customer Support Office.  The toll free telephone number is 1-800-624-6621.

Helpful Hints for installing the Oracle J-Initiator: 

1. Save the Oracle J-Initiator to an empty file folder on the C drive.  Create a new file folder if you are not sure if the folder is empty.

2. Download the Oracle J-Initiator from the version of Netscape that is loaded on your PC.  For a list of compatible Netscape versions, contact the NAVAIRSYSCOM Customer Support Office.

3. Close Netscape prior to running the Oracle J-initiator executable.  

Additionally, the PC must have the following:

Pentium 90mHz or greater processor

20 MB Free Hard Disk space

24MB RAM

1.2 Logging Into ECA
To log into ECA, the user selects Login from the ECA Homepage.  Highlight the Login option with the mouse and only click ONE time.  If this is the first time logging into ECA, the system may take a few minutes (or longer) to load the Oracle J-Initiator.  After the Oracle J-Initiator has been loaded, the ECA logon screen depicted in figure 1.2 will appear.  
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Figure 1.2 – ECA Logon Screen
The user enters their assigned ECA Username and Password.  After typing in the Password, the user may press the Enter key twice or point to the Enter button with the mouse and click to access the ECA application.  The Username format will be lower case alpha characters.  The character format for the password is an alphanumeric combination.  The alpha characters for the password are also lower case.  Make sure the “Caps Lock” is off because the logon process for the ECA application is case sensitive!

1.3 ECA Parameter Screen
Once the user has successfully logged into ECA, the ECA Parameter Screen, depicted in Figure 1.3, will appear.
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1.3 – ECA Parameter Screen
All ECA reports are initiated through the ECA Report Generation User Interface Form.  To generate an ECA report, the user must follow a series of specific steps.  An example of this process will be in section 2 of this ECA User Reference Manual.

The ECA Parameter Screen is divided into three sections.  There are seven pull down menus, nine icon buttons, and five ECA panels.

The seven pull down menus are Action, Edit, Query, Record, Field, Help, and Window are depicted in Figure 1.3.1.  Each menu with an explanation is depicted in Table 1 below Figure 1.3.1.

Table 1 – ECA Pull Down Menus and Components
The nine icon buttons depicted in Figure 1.3.1 controls the ECA Report Generation environment.  These icon buttons are located directly beneath the pull down menus.  The function of each button is defined below (starting from the left button).
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Figure 1.3.2 – ECA Icon Buttons
Save – The ability to save records and criteria for later use.

Print – This feature is reserved for later use. When activated, the user will be able to send ECA reports to their network printer.

Clear Form – The data for the displayed panel will be erased.

Find – Click once to access the Inter-Query Mode.  Double Click to populate with previously saved report types and their associated criteria.  Continue to double click to show additional saved reports.

Insert – Permits the user to insert additional criteria in the report.  The line is added to the end of the criteria on the displayed panel.

Delete – Deletes the highlighted criteria on the displayed panel.

Clear Record – Deletes the all the criteria on the displayed panel.

List of Values – This feature is reserved for later use.

Help – This feature is reserved for later use.  The icon button is the Question Mark.

1.4 ECA Report Generation
The ECA Report Generation User Interface Form is divided into five correlative panels that appear as five different pages titled Report, Where, Sorting, Others, and Status.

Report Panel
The Report Panel is the primary report generation panel.  At this panel, the user selects which report to generate, uniquely name and store a specific report selection criteria, retrieve previously stored selection criteria for reuse, select the output method, and select the medium for the completed report.  In order to save a created selection criteria for a report, the user can click on the Save icon button or click on the Action pull down menu and select Save prior to proceeding to a new report task.  The Report Panel is depicted below in Figure 1.4.1.
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Figure 1.4.1 – ECA Report Panel
The Report Panel fields are as follows:

Report Type
This is the title and number of the type of report the user has selected.  The user must choose a report form the list on the pull down menu.  None is the default.

Report Name
This is the name the user creates to uniquely identify the report selection criteria.  If the user saves the criteria, the Report Name will help the user pick the criteria from a list of other previously saved report selection criteria.  To retrieve the previously saved criteria, the user double clicks on the icon beside the Report Name line.  If applicable, a list of previously saved Report Names will appear.  Using the up and down arrow keys, the user may scroll through the list of available reports.  A wild card search can be conducted in this field by entering the value “%” as the wild card value and then click the Find button.

Created Date
The system date that the Report Name was created.

Destination
This field enables the user to select how they wish to generate the report output.  The user has the choice of sending the reports directly to the screen, file, or mail.  The mail option has not been activated.  The default is FILE.

Format Type
This field is used to request that the report output be delivered in a PDF, HTML, or TXT format.  The default is PDF.  The following ECA reports are not available in TXT format: 510, 512, 515, 516, 517, 520, 541, 729 and 729X.
Batch
This allows the user to select whether the report is run on-line or in batch mode.  Batch mode is more appropriate for lengthy reports.  The default is YES.

There are two buttons located at the bottom of this panel.  These buttons are also located on the Where, Sorting and Others Panels as well.  These buttons are the RUN and SHOW WHERE CLAUSE.

RUN
This will initiate the report request.

SHOW WHERE CLAUSE
This button is grayed out on the Report Panel.  This button is only activated on the Status Panel.

Where Panel
The Where Panel contains the data fields pertaining to the user’s selected criteria in the report generation form.  A blank Where Panel is depicted in Figure 1.4.2.  To select criteria, the user selects the component from the Parameter pull down menus.  A different component may be select as the criteria for each line.  The user can find available selection criteria in Section 4 of this ECA User Reference Manual.  When a user has selected a saved Report Name from the Report Panel, the Where Panel is automatically populated with the previously saved Where clause associated with the report.  Any changes to the selection criteria can be made at the Where Panel.  The changes can be saved through the Action pull down menu or the Save icon button to execute a new report with different selection criteria.
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Figure 1.4.2 – ECA Where Panel
The data fields associated with the Where Panel are defined below:

Parameter – pull down menu containing the component names applicable to the selected Report Type.

Operation – pull down menu with the operands.  The Operands are defined in Table 2 below.

Value – specific user supplied criteria applicable for the selected component.

Value – second value (used with the Between Operand).

	Operand
	Definition
	Helpful Hints

	=
	Equal To
	The user is looking for data matching this exact value.  For example, when requesting data for a work unit code (WUC) and “=” is the operator, all seven characters of the WUC must be entered.  If the WUC manual only shows five characters for the WUC, the user must add zeroes to fill in the remaining two characters.

	>
	Greater Than
	The user is looking for data greater than the criteria in the value field.  For example, if the user wants data for aircraft higher than bureau number 162447, then select “>” for the Operation field and enter 162447 in the Value field. 

	<
	Less Than
	The user is looking for data less than the criteria in the value field.  For example, if the user wants data for aircraft before bureau number 163275, then select “<” for the Operation field and enter 163275 in the Value field.

	>=
	Equal To or Greater Than
	The user is looking for data that matches the criteria in the value field and everything with a higher value.  For example, if the user wants data beginning with the bureau number 159000 but also for all subsequent bureau numbers, then select “>=” for the operation and enter 159000 in the Value field.

	<=
	Equal To or Less Than
	The user is looking for data that matches the criteria in the value field and everything with a lesser value.  For example, if the user wants data for the bureau number 158695 but also for all prior bureau numbers, then select “<=” for the operation and enter 158695 in the Value field.

	<>
	Not Equal To
	The user is looking for the data that does not match the criteria in the Value field.  If the user does not want data for the Malfunction Code 799, then select “<>” for the operation and enter 799 in the Value field.

	LIKE
	Similar to Equal To
	The LIKE operand is similar to the “=” but allows the user to use a wild card if the exact format of the value is unknown or for multiple values that contain the same characters.  For example, the user would like data for several versions of a part number.  All part numbers begin with 1016789 but end with 101, 102, 103, 104 through 110.  The user enters LIKE for the operation and 1016789% as the value.  Every occurrence that has a part number beginning with 1016789 will be extracted.  The wild card is the % and can also be used at the beginning of the value.  Use of the LIKE operand causes a full table scan by the application and is not the most efficient query so please use it sparingly!

	NOT LIKE
	Similar to Not Equal To
	Opposite of the LIKE operand. Use of the NOT LIKE operand causes a full table scan by the application and is not the most efficient query so please use it sparingly!

	IS NULL
	Is Null
	The value of the parameter was not entered in the data record.

	IS NOT NULL
	Is Not Null
	The user wants to see only records that have the value in this data field entered.

	IN
	Similar to Equal To
	The “IN” operand allows the user to search for several criteria in the same value field.  For example, if the user would like maintenance data for Action Taken Codes of B, C, and R, then select the “IN” operand and enter B C R in the Value field.  Note that the criteria in the Value 1 field are separated by a single space.  Use of this operand allows the user to submit one report for all of the criteria instead of three separate reports (one for each Action Taken Code).

	NOT IN
	Similar to Not Equal To
	The “NOT IN” operand allows the user to exclude several criteria in the same value field.  For example, if the user would like a report with everything except Action Taken Codes of B, C, and R, then select the “NOT IN” operand and enter B C R in the Value 1 field.  Note that the criteria in the Value field are separated by a single space.  Use of this operand allows the user to submit one report to exclude all the criteria instead of having to manually delete the unwanted data.

	BETWEEN
	Inclusive Span
	The BETWEEN operand is used when the user is looking for data that falls between to specific values.  The user must enter the lesser criteria value in the first value field and the greater criteria value in the second value field.  For example, if a user wants to create a report that for the F-14 Aircraft but does not want to list all the Type Equipment Codes then select the BETWEEN operand.  In Value Field 1 enter AFWA and in Value Field 2 enter AFWE.  The report output will be for TECs AFWA, AFWC and AFWE.  

	NOT BETWEEN
	Exclusive Span
	Opposite of BETWEEN.  The NOT BETWEEN operand is used when the user does not want the data in the specified range.  For example, if the user wants to see maintenance data but wants to exclude Malfunction Codes in the 800 series, the NOT BETWEEN operand would be selected, 800 would be entered in the Value field 1 and 899 would be entered in Value field 2.  All records with an 800 series Malfunction Code would be excluded from the output.


Table 2 – Operands and Definitions
Sorting Panel
The Sorting Panel contains fields pertaining to the order clause in the report generation form.  A blank Sorting Panel is depicted in Figure 1.4.3.  When a user has selected a Report Type from the Report Panel, the Sorting Panel is automatically populated with the default Order By or Group By clauses associated with the report.  In some cases, the user is given the choice of generating the output in an order different from the default.  The available sorting criteria are in Section 6 of this ECA User Reference Manual.
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Figure 1.4.3 – ECA Sorting Panel
The data fields associated with the Sorting Panel are defined below:

Parameter – pull down menu containing the component names that the selected report can be sorted by.

Sort Order – a numeric value assigned by the user to designate the order of sorting the component data fields.

Ascend – the order in which the output will be displayed, either Ascending (ASC) or Descending (DES).  ASC is the default.

Start Position – This feature is reserved for later use.

Length – This feature is reserved for later use.

Others Panel
The Others Panel contains parameter fields pertaining to the Page Break, Mission Critical/Non-Mission Critical, Work Unit Code (WUC) Level and WUC Limits.  A blank Other Panel is depicted in Figure 1.4.4.  When a user has selected a Report from the Report Panel, the Others Panel is automatically populated with clauses associated with that report.  In some cases, the user is given the choice of generating the output in an order different than that of the default.  The available Others criteria are in Section 6 of this ECA User Reference Manual.
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Figure 1.4.4 – ECA Others Panel
To select different or additional Others parameters, the user clicks the appropriate pull down menu to display the available options.  The user then selects the parameters and values.

The data fields associated with the Others Panel are defined below:

Parameter – pull down menu containing the component names associated with the selected Report Type that the user can select from.

Value – user selects from the LOV or supplies a value that is applicable to the selected component name.

Status Panel
Once the criteria has been specified and report submitted, the user may check the progress of their job on the Status Panel.  A blank Status Panel is depicted in Figure 1.4.5.  The jobs displayed are those submitted by the individual user.  The only status assigned to a submitted report will by QUEUE, RUNNING, or FINISHED.
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Figure 1.4.5 – ECA Status Panel
The data fields associated with the Status Panel are defined below:

Report – the Report Type by the user.

Report Name – the unique name assigned by the user.

File Name – the computer-generated name uniquely identifying the user’s submitted job.

Status – System assigned job status.  One of three will be displayed for each job (QUEUE, RUNNING, or FINISHED).

Date Created – system date that the job was submitted on.

Show – Button located at the bottom of Status Panel to display finished job.  Highlight a job that displays FINISHED in the STATUS field and double click on the SHOW button.  Adobe Acrobat Reader will be initiated and the job’s output will be displayed.

SHOW WHERE CLAUSE – When this button is clicked on, a file containing the where clause criteria associated with the selected report type and name appears.  When a user selects a report from the Report Name selection list, this field is automatically populated with the previously saved where clause associated with the report.  The criteria of the where clause may be altered in the Where panel.

2.0 CREATING AND GENERATING AN ECA REPORT
After logging on to ECA (see Section 1 Accessing ECA for the Log On Procedures), the user will follow a series of steps to generate an ECA Report.  The following example illustrates the steps necessary to create and generate an ECA Report.  The 710 Flight Activity, Inventory and Utilization Report has been selected for this exercise.

Step 1: The user starts with a blank Report Panel (see Section 1, Figure 1.4.1 ECA Report Panel).  As illustrated in Figure 1, Click on the down arrow beside Report Type, scroll down to 710 Flt Act, Inven & Util, highlight this report and click the left mouse button.  
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Figure 1 – Choosing the Report Type
The selected report title will appear in the Report Type area as depicted in Figure 1A below.
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Figure 1A – Report Type Data Field Populated
Step 2: The next step to creating the report is to give the report a unique name. In Figure 1A, the report title in Report Type is highlighted.  To move to the Report Name data field, use the mouse to move the cursor to Report Name, click and type in a name for the report. The Report Name is user supplied so enter a unique report name that will be easy to identify for future use.  The unique identifier for this example is 710_DEMO as depicted in Figure 2 below.  For the purpose of this demonstration, the default settings will be used for Destination, Format Type and Batch for performance reasons.  A different Format Type can be selected if required.
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Figure 2 – Report Name Data Field Populated

Step 3: Once the Report Type has been selected and the Report Name assigned, the user is ready to add the selection criteria. Click on the Where to display the Where Panel (see Section 1, Figure 1.4.2 ECA Where Panel).  For the 710 Report, FLIGHT DATE is a mandatory parameter; the Parameter and the Operation are automatically filled in as illustrated in Figure 3.  The user must supply the valid flight dates.  A pull down calendar may be used to enter Values or the date may be entered manually.  The date format is DD-MMM-YYYY.
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Figure 3 – Report 710 Default Where Panel

RULE: The BETWEEN operand is the default and the only valid operand for selecting dates.  For the purpose of this demonstration, the default operand will be used and the dates selected will be Fiscal Year 1999.

The above report is for flight data.  If you are submitting a report for maintenance data, the parameter will be automatically filled in with JCN_DATE with BETWEEN as the operand.  The aforementioned rule applies to JCN_DATE.

Step 4: It is recommended that the user select additional Parameters to reduce the size of the requested report. Click on the Green Addition Sign Icon Button at the top of the form.  A new Parameter selection will be highlighted and Operation default will be the equal sign as illustrated in Figure 4.
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Figure 4 – Populating the Where Panel
To populate the next Parameter data field, click on the down arrow and highlight a component name from the pull down menu as depicted in Figure 4A (AIRCRAFT_ TYPE_ CD is used in this demonstration).
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Figure 4A – Selecting Additional Parameters
The AIRCRAFT_TYPE_CD used in this demonstration will be the F/A-18.  Special characters are not used in the ECA application, so the user enters FA18 in the value.  This will be illustrated in Figure 5 and depicted below Step 5.

Step 5: An additional requirement for this report is that flight data for F/A-18Cs and F/A-18Ds has been requested.  Follow the step 4 instructions to move to the next parameter and select TYPE_EQUIP_CD as the component name.  For this parameter, the default operand is not appropriate.  To select the appropriate Operand, click on the down arrow beside the equal sign of the highlighted line, scroll down to IN and highlight that operand as depicted in Figure 5.  The “IN” Operator is used when multiple Values are requested.  When multiple Values are requested a space must separate each data Value.  The multiple data values required for the TYPE_EQUIP_CD are AMAG and AMAF.  The format for the Value field is AMAG AMAF.  All Operands are defined in Section 1, Table 2.      
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Figure 5 – Selecting An Appropriate Operand
Once the Type Equipment Codes for the F/A-18C and F/A-18D have been entered, the Where Panel should look like Figure 5A.
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Figure 5A – Completed Where Panel
Step 6: When all the parameters and their criteria have been selected, the user may add additional requirements to the applicable Sorting and Others Panels. The 710 Report has a default sort and may not be altered.  The blank Sorting Panel is depicted in Figure 6.  An explanation of the data fields may be found in Section 1 below Figure 1.4.3 ECA Sorting Panel.
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Figure 6 – Report 710 Sorting Panel
The selected report is a monthly report and defaults to a monthly sort.  Therefore the <null> value appears under Parameter.  In other reports, the user is given sorting options that may be accessed by using the down arrow beside Parameter.  When applicable, the user must place a sequential number in the Sort Order.  Place a 1 for the first parameter to be sorted, a 2 for the second, and so on.  Failure to enter a numeric value in the Sort Order data field will cause the report to be “Terminated with Error.”  Please note that the default sort is ascending (ASC).  To select descending, click on the down arrow beside ASC and select DESC from the pull down menu.
Step 7: The Others Panel allows the user to format the output of applicable reports.  This feature is available only on selected reports, so it is recommended that the user check this panel prior to submitting the report.  To do so, click on Others Panel.  If this feature is applicable to the selected report, the Others Panel will be depicted like Figure 7.
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Figure 7 – Report 710 Others Panel
The 710 report allows the user to enter PAGE_BREAK in the Parameter field.  Each Report Type has an applicable drop down menu for the Parameter field.  The user may only enter a component in the Parameter field that is applicable to the chosen Report Type.

After selecting PAGE_BREAK, the user must populate the Value data field.  To do this, click on the List of Values Icon Button beside the Value.  The user must choose a value from this list; any other values will cause the report to “Terminate with Error.”  Figure 7A depicts the Others Panel with the Parameter and Value data fields populated.  Since two type equipment codes were selected on the Where Panel, the value selected for the Others Panel was also TYPE_EQUIP_CD.
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Figure 7A – Report 710 Populated Others Panel
If this option is not applicable for a selected report, then <null> would be in the parameter field. 

Once all the applicable panels have been populated, the user is ready to submit the report.  Prior to submitting the ECA report, the user must save their selection criteria (see the below Note).  To submit the report, click once on the RUN button located at the bottom of the Report, Where, Sorting or Others Panel. 

Note:  To save your selection criteria, go to “Action” pull down menu and click on “SAVE” or click on the “SAVE” icon button (it looks like a diskette).
Step 8: Once the RUN Button has been clicked, then report has been submitted to the ECA report server.  The hourglass will appear while the ECA application is submitting the ECA report to the report server.  When the hourglass has disappeared, the Report Panel will be displayed with the following application message:
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Figure 8 –Report Panel Displaying a

Submitted Report 710
 “Enter value for Report Type – list of values available”.  Do not click on the RUN Button a second time!  To ensure that the report has been submitted, click on the Status Panel to display all submitted reports and their status (see Step 9).

Step 9: The submitted report will receive a system generated file number to uniquely identify it.  The status of the report may be checked on the Status Panel.  Each report submitted will have one of three statuses assigned.  These are QUEUE, RUNNING, or FINISHED.  The report submitted for this demonstration is in QUEUE status or waiting to run and is depicted in Figure 9.  Periodically, check the Status Panel.  When the “Status” is FINISHED, highlight the appropriate “Report” and click on the SHOW Button to view report.

Step 10: Once the SHOW button has activated, Adobe Acrobat Reader will be initiated and the report will be displayed on the screen.  The first page of data for the report submitted for this demonstration is depicted below in Figure 10.

3.2 ECA Ranking Reports (510 – 517) for Non-Aircraft TECs:
The following procedures are mandatory when extracting data for the Non-Aircraft TECs for ECA reports 510, 512, 515, 516 and 517.  These procedures must be used when an Engine, Support Equipment, or Missile TEC is selected.

Step One: On the Report Panel, select the report type and name the report.

Step Two: On the Where Panel, identify the selection criteria (fill in the values for the dates, select the TYPE_EQUIP_CD parameter and enter the value, and select any other criteria)

Step Three: (Optional) On the Sort Panel, select the sort parameter and enter the numeric sort sequence.

*Step Four: On the Others Panel, select PAGE_BREAK as the parameter and TYPE_EQUIP_CD as the value.  You may select a WUC level and value if you would like.  An example with the WUC Level and Page Break criteria is listed below.

Step Five: Save the report and then hit RUN.

*In order to qualify the TECs that are not aircraft, Step Four must be completed.

3.3 ECA Ranking Reports (510 – 517) Others Panel for Less than 100%:

For ECA Ranking Reports 510, 512, 515, 516, and 517, the user can specify one Type Equipment Code value on the WHERE panel when the value for a WUC level is less than 100 per cent on the OTHERS panel.  Multiple TECs cannot be specified in the WHERE panel when the value specified for a WUC level is less than 100 per cent on the OTHERS panel.  This addresses the Integrated Data Environment (IDE) Action Item #609.  The below figures illustrate a WHERE panel populated with one TEC and an OTHERS panel populated with 90 per cent at WUC level 2.

Step One: On the Report Panel, select the report type and name the report.

Step Two: On the Where Panel, identify the selection criteria (fill in the values for the dates, select the TYPE_EQUIP_CD parameter and enter the value, and select any other criteria)

Step Three: (Optional) On the Sort Panel, select the sort parameter and enter the numeric sort sequence.

*Step Four: On the Others Panel, select WUC level in the parameter field and the numeric percentage value.

Using this example, the output will be in descending order for the two digit Work Unit Codes for the AHXC.  A subtotal line will depict the percentage requested; this line will be titled Quantity Accounted For.  Also depicted will be the Aircraft Total (100%) line.

3.4 Report 530 Sorting:
The 530 Report does not have a default sort built into the report logic.  It is mandatory that the ECA users populate the Sorting panel in order for the 530 Report to sort the FAILED PARTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE ABOVE correctly.  The below procedures must be used for the 530 report to sort properly.

Step One: On the Report Panel, select the report type and name the report.

Step Two: On the Where Panel, identify the selection criteria
Step Three: The ECA user must manually fill in the SORTING panel with the following parameters and sort orders:

3.5 ECA 733 Reports
The ECA 733 Reports (733, 733A, and 733T) has a default work unit code (WUC) level.  The WUC_LEVEL defaults to a two (2) digit WUC.  The ECA user must populate the OTHERS panel with WUC_LEVEL as a parameter and numeric level as the value.  The below procedures must be used for the 733 reports to display WUC levels three through seven on the output report.

Step One: On the Report Panel, select the report type and name the report.

Step Two: On the Where Panel, identify the selection criteria

*Step Three: On the Others Panel, select WUC_LEVEL as the parameter and a numeric digit as the value.  The numeric digit must be 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, or 7. You may select a Page Break and value if you would like.  An example with the WUC Level 7 and Page Break criteria is listed below.

*In order to qualify WUC Levels other than the default of 2, Step Three must be completed.
